Solar Panel Guidelines (July 2025)

A Change Request Form must be submitted to the Architecture/Landscape Committee for review and approval prior to any installation work. The solar panels must meet all city/county requirements. 
Homeowners should consider the following guidelines that will affect various aspects of a solar panel installation; the installation Contractor can assist with this information:

1. Age, condition and orientation of roof. 
2. Your contractor is required to take care of all City of Tigard and Washington County permits.
3. Cables or wires should be concealed as best as possible to avoid drooping or highly visible cables. 
4. If you live in a Townhouse or Condominium, the change request must first be approved by your HOA.
5. Check Websites with information about incentives, rebates, panels, cost options, calculators, permits and contractors including Oregon.gov/energy, portlandgeneral.com. energytrust.org, and Tigard-or.gov.
These considerations are the responsibility of the homeowner to ensure that the installation is a successful project.
